Sarah Marsom advised the Board that she had applied for a diversity scholarship to attend the National
Trust for Historic Preservation conference in Savannah, Georgia, and that she had submitted a
presentation topic on the Gay Pioneers of German Village. She hopes to hear if her scholarship and
presentation are accepted in May.

Old Business

Mr. McNealey reported that he has had conversations with Columbus Police officers reminding him that
the ‘squeaky wheel’ gets the response. It is important that Villagers call the police to report all incidents
of crime and suspicious activity. Springtime brings more criminal activity and reporting all such activity
will get us the responsiveness from the police that we want and that we deserve.

Dennis Brandon suggested that we invite someone from Nationwide Children’s Hospital to give us a
report on their plans and further growth in the area. He also suggested that Pat Losinski from the
Columbus Metropolitan Library also be invited to talk to the Board about the new library planned on
Parsons Avenue.
